INDIAN OIL CORP (I0C) on
Tuesday reported a steep fall
of 49% inits consolidated net
profit for the fourth quarter of
FY24 at X5,487.9 crore from
10,841.2 crore in the corre-
sponding period a year ago.

On a sequential basis too,
the net profit declined by
41% from I9,224.85 crorein
Q4FY23.

The fall in profit comes
amid a decline in the com-
pany’s gross refining margins
and high global crude oil
prices which rose by 16% in
the first three months of
2024.

The state-run company’s
revenue from operations also
fellmarginallyby 3%to2.24
trillion in Q4FY24 compared
to the same period the previ-
ous fiscal. Total income too
fell by 3% to X2.25 trillion
from 2.32 trillion in the
fourth quarter of FY23.
